periods, store samples frozen at -20 °C or lower. 
Samples can be freeze-thawed without loss of activity, it is recommended 
that repeated freeze thawing should be avoided.

The M30 Apoptosense® ELISA measures soluble human intermediate filament protein fragments of keratin 

18 (K18) that contain the M30 neo- epitope (K18Asp396-NE) released from human epithelial cells. M30 

detects only caspase-cleaved fragments of K18 (ccK18; K18Asp396) but not the native protein. Antigen 

generation is strictly dependent on caspase activation. The presence of ccK18 in plasma therefore shows 

epithelial cell apoptosis.
